Introduction to the Service

Today we commemorate the Lutheran Reformation. Through Dr. Martin Luther
(1483-1546), God restored the full use of the Word of God to the people of God.

On October 31, 1517, Martin Luther, a professor at the University of Wittenberg,
posted his 95 Theses debating the practice of “indulgences” (selling pardons from sin’s
punishment). Despite the turmoil that followed, Luther continued to speak out
against the unscriptural teachings that had crept into the church. Many reforms
followed, including the idea that laypeople could participate and learn in worship by
singing parts of the service that had been reserved for monastic choirs and the clergy.
He also removed those parts of the Roman mass which reflected unscriptural
teachings.

These reformations profoundly impacted the development of the Lutheran
liturgy. The order of the mass was retained, but the Word of God, especially the
rediscovered gospel of Christ, was emphasized.

The liturgies that we normally follow are teaching tools designed to help us
remember key Bible verses. On festival Sundays such as today, we sometimes deviate
from our normal forms and use a special rite, so that we do not lose sight of the fact
that our worship is centered around God’s Word and not just an exercise in rote
memory.

While it is hoped that today’s service will be an interesting and unique experience,
it is even more our prayer that you will hear God speak through His Word and thus
find God’s blessing.

We should fear and love God, so that we lead a chaste and decent life in word and
deed, and that husband and wife each love and honor the other.

You shall not steal.

We should fear and love God, so that we do not take our neighbor’s money or goods,
nor get them in any dishonest way, but help him to improve and protect his goods
and means of making a living.

You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.

We should fear and love God, so that we do not lie about, betray or slander our
neighbor, but excuse him, speak well of him, and put the best construction on
everything.

You shall not covet your neighbor’s house.

We should fear and love God, so that we do not craftily seek to gain our neighbor’s
inheritance or home, nor get it by a show of right, but help and serve him in keeping
it.

You shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, nor his manservant, nor his maidservant,
nor his cattle, nor anything that is his.

We should fear and love God, so that we do not tempt, force or coax away from our
neighbor his wife or his workers, but urge them to stay and do their duty.
