  O merciful God, You still grant us in this hour to be reminded of Your fatherly 
goodness.  According to the promise of Your Word we flee for refuge to Your infinite 
mercy and implore You, dearest Father, for the sake of Jesus Christ, Your only-
begotten Son, our Brother, who was delivered up for our trespasses and raised again 
for our justification: 

  Forgive us all our sins through faith, which the Holy Spirit increases in our hearts 
to full assurance. 

C: We therefore pray You, O Lord, through Your servant to declare to us the 
forgiveness of all our sins.  We poor sinners are willing to forgive all who have 
offended against us.  We earnestly desire to grow in true godliness.  Help us, O God, 
for the sake of Jesus Christ our Savior.  Amen.

The Holy Gospel ɀ John 16:12-15 

P: The Holy Gospel for the First Sunday after Pentecost, Holy Trinity Sunday, is written 
in the 16th chapter of the Gospel according to St. John, beginning at the 12th verse. 

12"I have much more to say to you, more than you can now bear. 13But when he, 
the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his own; 
he will speak only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come. 14He will 
bring glory to me by taking from what is mine and making it known to you. 15All that 
belongs to the Father is mine. That is why I said the Spirit will take from what is mine 
and make it known to you.
