“Built On The Rock”.)

A Heroic Effort: Bethany Lutheran College

“Mr. Chairman, | move we take over
the school.” That motion, made by Rev.
George Gullixson, Sr. of Chicago at the
1927 Synod meeting, held in Lime Creek
Lutheran Church, Lake Mills, 1A, turned
out to be one of the most important
motions made and passed at any annual
convention of the fledgling synod. After
a heated and animated discussion, the
motion was passed 33 to 21, with 2
abstentions. And the remarkable thing
was that the majority of those for or
against the motion closed ranks and
went home to their respective
congregations, determined to raise the

property. The property was offered to
the ELS for $126,000 at its 1925
convention. The synod declined the
offer, stating that “it could not on such
quick notice make a decision of such
magnitude.”

But interest in the purchase of the
college did not evaporate into thin air. A
group of ELS pastors and laymen,
numbering more than 100, formed an
organization called the Bethany Lutheran
College Association. The sale price of
the college, in one year’s time, had come
down to $90,000. And with $20,000
already having been collected by this

funds to make the
purchase of Bethany

College a reality.

But now some
background to that
memorable motion

referred to above. The
founders of the “Little
Norwegian Synod” had
from the beginning realized that the
acquisition of a school of higher learning
was essential to maintaining the synod as
a “viable and functioning church body.”
In the early 1900’s a group of pastors and
laymen from the Synodical Conference
had organized as the Evangelical
Lutheran Education Association. In 1911
that organization founded Bethany
Ladies College in Mankato, and in 1912
constructed the original buildings on
McMahon Hill. The institution struggled
financially, until in 1925 it faced
bankruptcy and needed to sell the
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newly formed
organization, the
purchase of the college
was officially made by
the BLCA on April 21%,
1926. At the time
there were a couple of
other groups interested
in  purchasing the
college, including the Roman Catholic
Church. What may have hastened the
BLCA’s decision to buy the college was a
phone call from Pastor Gullixson’s
daughter, a student at Bethany at the
time, informing her father that she had
seen some nuns in the Bethany kitchen
counting the silverware. Yes, “God
moves in a mysterious way, His wonders
to perform!”

Some interesting stories have been
told about the fund raising that took

place for the purchase of the college. One such
story comes out of northern lowa, where one of
our pastors, out collecting for Bethany, stopped at
the home of a successful farmer member. Looking
over the farmer’s shoulder as he was making out
his check, the pastor noticed that he was going to
make it out for $100 and said: ‘Why don’t you add
another zero.” And as the story goes, the farmer
complied.

By 1929, the year of the many bank failures in
our country, the price for the college had dropped
to $75,000. That came about when the education
association that had sold the property to the synod
said it would reduce the $30,000 that was
scheduled to be paid over several years, to $15,000
if that amount was paid in cash immediately. The
deal was struck. Finally, at the 1944 synod

convention it was announced that “the synod’s
debt on the college is now covered.”

Dr. S.C. Ylvisaker, who served as president of
Bethany from 1930-1950, said in his report to the
1946 Synod convention: “It may be said without
any hesitancy that no better provisions could be
made for character training than those which our
Christian schools have at their disposal: the Gospel
itself, the instruction and example of Christian
teachers, the force of Christian companionship.
Instead of subjecting our young people to the
confusion of many voices in the educational world
about us today, let us learn to prize only more and
more what God has given us in our Bethany and
our Christian schools.” And to that we say, a half
century later: “No truer words were ever spoken!”
