Bethany Luthera College $75,000 in 75 days Challenge

There has been an appeal by an ELS pastor for support for Bethany Lutheran College because of their finar
challenges. He suggests that each congregation give $1000 to BLC. The goal is to complete the fundraise
June 30, 2018.

It was decided to table the discussion of this appeal until after the presentation of the new budget and electior
of church officers.

20182019 Budget Highlights presented:
Total income is budgeted to increase by 1.97% to $660,586.
Totalofferings are to increase by 0.98% to $579,886 (includes no budgeted building fund offerings).
Preschool income is to increase by 14% to $62,700 based on enrollment projections.
Other sources of income are to change slightly.
Total expenses are budgeteditcrease by 1% to $660,586
Day school tuition subsidy will increase by 15% to $161,440 due to a big increase in Peace students
Mt. Olive Lutheran School.
Debt service will increase by 48% to $88,000 because last year we paid mostly interest only.
Details of the entire Budget were presented:
Some pertinent facts related to the budget: Our debt service was higher a couple years ago. MVL requestet
2%l/year increase over 5 years from all association member churches. We agreed to that request. @er averz
church service attendance YTD in 2018 has been 344 which is about an 18% increase over the same perio
2017.

There was a discussion about how to work on decreasing the debt load.
